Psychiatric Technician Program Description

Cuesta College offers a twelve-month training program which is physically located at the Department of
State Hospitals-Atascadero (DSH-A) for persons interested in becoming a licensed Psychiatric
Technician. The Psychiatric Technician Program provides students the necessary training and skills
needed to provide care to individuals with mental illness and/or intellectual disability. Upon completion
of the program, graduates must pass a State Board Licensing Exam to obtain a license to practice as a
Psychiatric Technician. Graduates of the DSH-Atascadero/Cuesta College PT Program have one of the
highest pass rates in the state! Psychiatric Technicians typically work under the supervision of a
physician, psychiatrist, or a registered nurse. Licensed Psychiatric Technicians are employed
throughout California. Most work in state hospitals, developmental centers, state and county
correctional facilities, county and private mental health facilities, addiction treatment centers, work
activity and day treatment programs and special education programs.

The Psychiatric Technician Program is a full-time, Monday-Friday program with typical hours of 6:45-
2:30 each day. School days consist of classroom theory or clinical practicum assignments. Student
attendance is mandatory in order to complete the state-mandated training hours required of a Psychiatric
Technician student. Students are required to attend every class and complete every assignment. Any
excused absences must be made up. Students with excessive absences will be dismissed from the
program. As clinical sites exist throughout San Luis Obispo County, Santa Barbara, and Monterey
County, students MUST have reliable transportation.

Psychiatric Technician State Board Licensing Exam Pass Rates
Psychiatric Technicians are licensed by the Board of Vocational Nurses and Psychiatric Technicians

Application Process (INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS ARE NOT ACCEPTED)

The Psychiatric Technician Program accepts applications year-round. There are three application
deadlines each year: in January, May, and September.

Time Commitment

devote at least 34-35 hours each week to in-class and clinical assignments and another two to four
hours per day for homework and study assignments. Students receive the State holidays off during the
year and a total of four weeks off between terms; one week off between the Summer and Fall terms and
the Fall and Spring terms and two weeks off between the Spring and Summer terms. The Psychiatric
Technician Program adheres to strict attendance and punctuality policies and students who violate these
policies may be dismissed from the program.

Clearance Process
Once an applicant has been notified, they are being processed for a particular class, student must obtain
a Cuesta College Student ID #, clear a health screen/physical, a drug screen and two sets of fingerprints.

Health Screen/Physical
1. Applicants are expected to provide complete medical and psychological history, including any
illness, treatment and/or medications.

2. A physical examination and history will be conducted.
3. A drug screen must be taken and passed with negative results.
4. Proof of immunity is required upon admission.

Fingerprints
In order to participate in clinical assignments and meet clinical objectives, applicants will need to
complete and clear two sets of fingerprints.

1. Department of State Hospitals-Atascadero (DSH-A). The Employment Office at DSH-A will
contact you to arrange for DSH-A fingerprints and these will be provided at no charge. Prints
must clear three weeks prior to classes starting.

You will be tested when experiencing COVID-19 related symptoms or experience a
high-risk exposure to COVID-19.
You will receive an antigen test on campus with your instructors the morning you
express feeling symptomatic.
If you test negative, you will go home and come back when you are asymptomatic.
If you test positive you will go home and isolate for a minimum of 5 days.
If you have been exposed. That is if you were around someone for longer than 15
minutes who tested positive and you were not wearing an N95 mask and shield, you will
be required to serial rapid antigen test. This will be scheduled with your instructor.
After being COVID Positive and Returning to School:
» Students who have been out on a 5-day isolation, may return on day 6 if
asymptomatic and will be required to wear a N95 mask until day 10.
